There is a skip-to-content option on every page to
bypass repeated controls.

All pages have headings with a title for the content.

Content has been ordered both structurally/visually and
interactively.

The function of all links is described in the audio/text to
avoid ambiguity of links.

Gestures are not used.

Down Events are avoided, and drag-and-drop actions
are not used.

Visual use of text on Ul elements matches the accessible
name values. Images of text are avoided.

User motion is not used.

The language of each page is defined in the html
markup.

Focus on elements does not change context.

When the context changes due to user input, an
explanation has been given beforehand to describe the
change that will occur. For example, when a link will
open a new window, the user is notified in the text
preceding the link that the content will change.

Errors are not generated/necessary in the interaction of
the training due to the presentation of the learning
material.

For input fields, a descriptive label is provided. Buttons
are given titles to describe their purpose. Instructions
are provided for all interactive pages that should assist
in giving meaning to interactive elements. Additional
instructions are provided when keyboard use is
detected should functionality change on an interaction.
The markup for all pages uses opening and closing tags
and avoid duplicate attributes and IDs.

For all Ul elements used the name, role, and value are
provided to properly identify the function.
